CONFLICT OF INTEREST GUIDELINE

May, 1997
1. Every member of the Manitoba Dental Association Board, or Committees of the Association who has directly or indirectly any material interest in any contract or transaction to which the Association is or is to be a party shall declare this interest in such contract or transaction at the meeting at which the contract or transaction is first considered.  The member then will leave the room and not participate in any discussion, vote, or attempt to influence the outcome of the vote in any situation in which they have a conflict of interest.

2. If a director or committee member has made a declaration in compliance with the above provisions and has not voted in respect of the contract or transaction, and if that individual has acted honestly and in good faith, he or she is not accountable to the Association for any profit or gain realized and the contract or transaction is not voidable.

3. Each board or committee member, in order to make sufficient disclosure, is required to do so not only to his or her committee members but also to the Board in writing.

4. All nominees for election shall declare on the nomination form all known or potential conflicts of interest.  These shall be made known to the Board prior to elections.

5. The Board shall be the final authority on any dispute or conflict of interest.
